	Aims and objectives: based on existing approaches and researches to form students’ ideas about the notion of form and system of government; to explain students that system of government can be defined formally and factually and this has a significant impact on the type of political regime, i.e. democratic or autocratic; to suggest classifications, examples and consequences of existing forms and systems of government in the contemporary world.
Intended capabilities: to know: the nation of the concepts of “form and system of government”; the difference between such forms of government as a republic and monarchy; the difference between such republican system of government as presidentialism, parliamentarism and semi-presidentialism; the difference between such types of monarchies as absolute, dualistic, parliamentary and electoral ones; the essence of ideocratic (atypical) form and system of government; to be able to: explain the difference between monarchy and republic, presidentialism, parliamentarism and semi-presidentialism; identify the real examples of different forms and systems of government; differentiate between “clear” and modified presidentialism, various types of parliamentarism and semi-presidentialism; explain the notion of republican systems of government with the position of superpresident etc.
Description: Modern political systems in the world are not identical, because the types of interrelation and the ways of formation of their key political institutions differ significantly. Some systems have strong presidents or monarchs, the other ones have weak presidents or monarchs and still all the rest have intermediate heads of state. Accordingly, we must understand the essence of the concepts of form and system of government. The academic course is devoted to the understanding of such concepts as form and system of government, “clear’ and modified presidentialism, semi-presidentialism and its formal and factual subtypes, parliamentarism, system of government with the position of superpresident, constitutional monarchy, absolute, dualistic and electoral monarchy, ideocratic (atypical) form and system of government.
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
