	Aims and objectives: based on existing approaches and researches to understanding of contemporary political systems provide a comprehensive picture of the Ukrainian political system, its institutional and procedural dimensions; outline the main features of such Ukrainian political institutions and processes as the institution of socio-political cleavage, system of government, head of state, parliament, governmental cabinet, political parties and party system, elections and electoral system, features of integration with the EU.
Intended capabilities: to know: key features of the political system of Ukraine; the role of the main political institutions in the political system of Ukraine, including the institutions of the head of state, parliament, governmental cabinet, political parties and party system, elections and electoral system; the features of socio-political cleavages in Ukraine; complexities and successes of the European Union integration of Ukraine; to be able to: differentiate the stages of the Ukrainian political system’s development; identify key political institutions and processes and their importance at different stages of development of the Ukrainian political system; understand the nature, institutional and procedural parameters of the Ukrainian semi-presidentialism at different periods of Ukrainian independence; understand the parameters of party and electoral systems in Ukraine and patterns of their relationship; determine geopolitical role of Ukraine in the world etc.
Description: Every country in the world, especially in the political context, is characterized with its own political system, its political institutions and features of its political processes’ implementation. Accordingly, a comprehensive understanding of the development of a country is impossible without knowledge of its political systems in institutional and procedural terms. Ukraine, which is the independent for only 25 years, is not the exception in this case. Therefore, the academic course presents an analysis of Ukraine’s political system and its role in the world. The attention of the course is paid to such political institutions as socio-political cleavage, system of government, head of state, parliament, governmental cabinet, parties, party system, elections, electoral system. Special attention is given to the events of recent years in Ukraine, e.g. the revolution of dignity, Euromaidan and European integration of Ukraine.
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
