Summary

The influence of anxiety on the educational motivation of adolescents is investigated
in the work. The study involved 80 people (39 people with normal anxiety levels, 20
people with high levels of anxiety and 21 people with low levels of school anxiety).
Each of the study participants was asked to answer questions from four methods and
1 questionnaire.

Mathematical and statistical analysis found that students with high levels of anxiety
were more motivated by external coercion than students who had low levels of
anxiety.
