Summary

The socio-psychological characteristics of people with different levels of tolerance to the
LGBT community in Ukraine have been studied. The study involved 80 people. Five
psychodiagnostic methods and the composed questionnaire “Attitudes towards LGBT people” were
used to diagnose the level of tolerant attitude towards LGBT people. The composed
questionnaire was compiled on the basis of previous research and tested by establishing
correlations with the scales of the Express Tolerance Index questionnaire using correlation analysis
(Pearson's linear correlation) to identify criterion validity.

With the help of the author's questionnaire "Attitudes towards LGBT people™ it was found
that the group is characterized by a high level of tolerance for LGBT people.

It was found that respondents who do not have LGBT people among their acquaintances are
less tolerant of the LGBT community. Respondents who have LGBT people among their
acquaintances are more tolerant of the LGBT community and report a more positive or neutral
attitudes of LGBT people towards others. There is a general trend of more tolerant attitude towards
LGBT people of those respondents who believe that LGBT people have always been in Ukraine.

Direct correlations between tolerance for LGBT people and the scales of camaraderie,
tolerance and openness to the new have been established. Individuals with higher scores on these
scales tend to show a high level of tolerance for LGBT people. Respondents with higher scales of
dominance (index), neuroticism and selfishness tend to be tolerant of LGBT people. Respondents
with the higher indexes on dependency scale show acceptance of interaction with LGBT people in a
wide range of social spheres. Respondents with higher empathy scores are less likely to accept a
change in their relationship with a child or relative because of their affiliation with the LGBT
community. Opponents who score higher on the avoidance scale are less likely to distance
themselves from a child, friend, or relative who has revealed their LGBT affiliation. Respondents
with higher independence scores tend to believe that public displays of attitude or self-identification
of LGBT people should not provoke negative reactions from society and are normal behavior.
Respondents with higher levels of aggression are less likely to believe that sexual intercourse
between people of the same sex is a sin.

Inverse correlations with scrupulousness and willingness to agree scales were also found.
Respondents who received higher scores on these scales showed lower tolerance for LGBT people.
Respondents with higher scales of subordination and unsociability are less tolerant of LGBT people.
Respondents who received higher scores on the altruism scale are more likely to consider same-sex
sexual intercourse and bisexual intercourse as a pathology. Respondents with higher friendliness
(index) scales are less likely to accept bisexual relationships and less likely to believe that it is
important to uphold the rights of LGBT people. Suspicion is inversely correlated with the tendency
to believe that LGBT people should receive psychological (or other) help.

Individuals who are more tolerant of LGBT people have been found to be younger, less
likely to have children, and more likely to have a sexual orientation other than heterosexual; they
are more sociable, have higher tolerance and lower scrupulousness. People who are more tolerant of
LGBT people are more positive about attitudes toward the LGBT community in Ukraine; are more
likely to think that LGBT people should be acknowledged and have a clearer viewpoints on LGBT
issues. Respondents with higher tolerances for LGBT people tend to believe that LGBT people
should be given the same rights as heterosexuals, including the right to register relationships and



raise or adopt children; have a positive attitude towards LGBT people and, accordingly, are more
likely to believe that same-sex and bisexual sex is the norm. People who are tolerant of the LGBT
community are less likely to see LGBT relationships as a sin, immoral behavior, pathology, and less
likely to see the treatment of self other than the biological sex as a pathology, sin, and immoral
behavior. People with a higher level of tolerance for LGBT people are less likely to think of
distancing themselves from LGBT friends, family, colleagues and professionals, and they are more
positive about the professional prospects of LGBT people in various fields. Such respondents are
less likely to believe that LGBT people should hide their orientation or that they consider
themselves to be different from the biological sex and less likely to experience negative emotions
when thinking about same-sex or bisexual relationships and changing the biological sex of others.

Five factors have been identified in attitudes toward LGBT people. The factors “LGBT
tolerance” and “LGBT intolerance” became important for the study, showing that intolerance
towards LGBT people in Ukraine is associated with unwillingness to confront and scrupulousness.
