ABSTRACT

The Master’s Thesis author studied the moral attitude to knowledge of future
lawyers with different levels of personal maturity. 90 students (of 20.5 years average
age) were examined. The subjects under study were divided into two subgroups:
with a high level (51 people) and low level (39 people) of personal maturity.

Mathematical and statistical research methods were used for data processing.

The following results were obtained. Students, future lawyers, who have a
higher level of personal maturity, will have a more pronounced motive for acquiring
knowledge. Among future lawyers with higher indicators of personal maturity, an
increase in the expression of the main features of personal maturity (depth of
experience, autonomy, synergy) is associated with a decrease in the tendency to
write off, moral justification of dishonest behaviour, rejection of manipulativeness
and moral relativism. However, such a trait as self-acceptance also includes
acceptance of oneself when breaking norms and orders: increased self-acceptance is
associated with a more lenient attitude of these students towards writing off, both
for their own part and for the part of other people. Future lawyers with a lower level
of personal maturity will be characterized by a tendency to write off with
indifference to studies, and do not have a high desire to master the profession. For
law students with a lower level of personal maturity, the main features of personal
maturity, which should be developed in order to increase the moral attitude to
knowledge, are: creativity, autonomy, tolerance, life philosophy, depth of emotional
experiences.

The research hypotheses were partially confirmed.
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
