ABSTRACT
The aim of the work is to theoretically outline and empirically establish the role of
narcissism as a factor in the choice of self-presentation tactics. The first section reveals
the main concepts and describes the created theoretical model of narcissism in relation to
the self-presentation of the individual. The second section discusses the methodological
principles and main stages of the study. The third section contains a description of the
research results, which enrich the understanding of the studied phenomenon, outline new
perspectives and can be used for practical purposes.
It was established that vulnerable and grandiose narcissism differ in their preference
for specific self-presentation tactics, which in turn is reflected in their social-

psychological adaptability and well-being.
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
