Peculiarities of emotion recognition in young people with different levels of
emotional intelligence development were studied. 103 people (average age - 25.5
years) were examined. The subjects were divided into two subgroups: with a

normative (50 people) and a reduced (23 people) level of emotion recognition.

Emotional intelligence was investigated using the following methods: Meyer-
Salovey-Caruso Emotional Intelligence Test (MSCEIT), Emotional Intelligence
Questionnaire by Em-In D.V. Lucin, Emotional Intelligence Questionnaire by K.
Bachard, Emotional Intelligence Test EQ by N. Goll , "Cambridge Mindreading"
video test. Mathematical and statistical research methods were used for data

processing.

The following results were obtained: the emotional state of the subjects is not
related to their recognition of positive or negative emotions; the level of emotional
intelligence, investigated by our chosen methods, does not agree with each other.
Methods need re-adaptation and standardization. The level of emotion recognition in
practice among the subjects was lower than the level of emotion recognition based on

self-report tests.
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
