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This work presents the results of research into the possibilities of trust in
the world of persons with different styles of behavior in conflict. It has been
found that people who prefer competition and cooperation as a conflict behavior
style have a higher level of trust, while people with an avoidant behavior style
tend to have a lower level of trust. It was found that for individuals with a
slightly lower level of trust, who are characterized by an avoidant behavior style,
are introverts. The tendency to adapt is strongly influenced by the level of
satisfaction with life and material condition. It was also found that with a high
value of trust, individuals prone to rivalry are more open to new experiences and
show more benevolence.
