ANNOTATION

The master's work the studied of the sexual well-being of married couples
during the war. 88 people were studied - married couples living in an official or civil
marriage aged 23 to 58. All questionnaires were filled out by the interviewees 2 times:

1) about how they feel now; 2) a retrospective of how it was before the war.

The focus of the study is the study of the concepts of family, marital relations,
the stress of war and its impact on the sexual sphere of spouses, the presence or
absence of certain differences in sexual well-being between women and men before

the war and during the war.

Some general trends were revealed: 1) interviewees associate passion in
relationships with sexual well-being in peacetime; 2) during the war, the respondents
do not pay such attention to passion and do not consider sexuality as a commodity for
which certain advantages can be obtained; 3) the first positions of the prenatal sexual
scenario, among other scenarios, indicate the likely welcoming fear of the
respondents, the desire to leave offspring, to preserve life; 4) during the war, the
sexual need and the need for close and deep communication in general become more

important.
All research hypotheses are partially confirmed.
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
