ABSTRACT

In this thesis, a study of socio-psychological factors of the impostor
syndrome in persons of early and middle adulthood was carried out. Empirically
it's established that the social factor of the impostor syndrome is a low degree of
family system organization, blurring of family rules and duties (indicator of social
climate in the family). The psychological factors that cause the development of the
impostor syndrome are strong motivation to achieve along with a tendency to self-
blame and orientation to the opinion of others, and prevent the development of
impostor syndrome — self-sufficiency, self-confidence, flexibility and well-being of
the individual.
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
