Abstract

The paper presents a psychological analysis of abusive gender relations between
men and women. The theoretical approaches and directions of studying various
forms of abusive relationships are clarified, the factors influencing their occurrence
and consequences are analyzed. The differences between the manifestations of
aggressive behavior in relationships between men and women are empirically
revealed. The study used Sanda Bem's methodology for identifying femininity,
muscularity, and androgyny, the Gender Bias Quiz, and the Short Dark Triad (SD3)
questionnaire to identify three psychological traits - Machiavellianism, narcissism,
and psychopathy. T.O. Serga's test for identifying a person's tendency to external
aggression. The individual differences in the manifestations of different forms of
aggression in relations between men and women are revealed.
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
